The FAFSA is a required form you must complete and submit before receiving any financial assistance from a university or the state and federal government. It is the only means of receiving the HOPE Scholarship. The FAFSA must be done the 2nd semester of your child’s senior year of high school and each year in college. You will need to file your yearly income tax before completing the FAFSA form. Because some funds run out, it is best to file early (mid-March at the latest).
