State and Federal Scholarships

The Tennessee Education Lottery Scholarship Program offers the following scholarships to qualified students: 

Hope Scholarship ($4,000 for 4-year school and $2,000 for 2-year school) 

General Assembly Merit Scholarship ($1,000 supplement)

Aspire Award ($1,500 supplement)

 Hope Access Grant   ($2,750 for 4-year school and $1,750 for 2-year school) 

Parents and students who want to know more about the HOPE Scholarships and the Tennessee Education Lottery Scholarship Programs can call a toll-free hotline where scholarship specialists are available to answer questions about eligibility and the application process. To receive the Hope and other scholarships, one must submit the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA).  The FAFSA should be filed as soon as possible after January 1 of a student's senior year.  You will need your Social Security Number, driver's license, income tax return, bank statements and investment records before filling out the form.
