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  Eligibility:

· Agreement with the MCS Statement of Faith 
· An active member of a local Bible believing church.  

· The student must be in good standing with their previous school. MCS does not register students with expulsions, suspensions, or a disciplinary record.

· Curriculum to be approved by a MCSHSU Coordinator and include all core subjects and Bible.
· The teaching parent must not have an outside job that would leave the student unsupervised during the school day.

· The parent must be the primary teacher.  We do not accept students who attend three-day Co-ops.

· Students must be registered in our K-8 Umbrella program to be eligible for our high school Independent Study Program.  
Requirements:
· Abide by MCSHSU Policies and Procedures

· Conform to State law concerning home schooling.  A copy of the law can be viewed at www.hslda.org.  Please read it carefully.  MCSHSU does not assume legal responsibility for your home school.  We encourage you to join the Home School Legal Defense Association.

· Interview with a MCSHSU Coordinator

· Complete registration form and a proposed curriculum form. 
· Provide a copy of the certified birth certificate, the original immunization and physical exam form, and previous school records.  I can request records from your previous school if necessary.
· Pay all fees at the time of registration. No refunds for a partial year.
· Submit the end-of-the year attendance form (180 days, four hours/day minimum) and grades

· Participate in testing yearly, with the exception of Kindergarten.

· Application fee (first year only): $20 per family

· Registration: $50 for the first student, $45 for the second student, and


     $35 for each additional student in the same family.  If you have a student 



     enrolled in our Independent Study Program, you may count that student  

                as your first student.  
· Testing: $45 for each student (except Kindergarten)

· Late paperwork fee: $15 per delinquent month
· Final registration date: July 1 or until full.  If there is still space available, registrations will be accepted with a $10 late fee until Aug 1.  New registrants must be available during regular business hours for a meeting.  Your student is not enrolled until all the required paperwork is received, the fees are paid, and we have met.    
· Return check fee: $20

 Yearly:


· Participate in standardized testing March 13-15, 2012.
First grade students will take a practice test on the first day of testing.

· Submit year-end attendance and grades.  All required paperwork

      must be on file prior to re-enrollment.  
   Other:

· If a child is showing little or no progress and consistently tests below grade level, the teaching parent will meet with a coordinator to evaluate teaching methods, curriculum, and discuss the parents’ plan to help their student, before re-enrolling for the next school year.  I am available to help with ideas and/or referrals.  Please contact me anytime.
· Documented Special Needs students have unique circumstances and we work with each student individually.  Outside testing and an IEP are required yearly.  
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
