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Philosophy

Introduction

The Maryville Christian School Athletic Handbook is intended to provide specific guidelines concerning the administration and everyday operation of the athletic department. The policies and procedures outlined in this handbook are essential for successful growth, efficiency, and quality in MCS athletics.

The student athlete, parent, coach, Athletic Administrator, and Administration working together will promote participation – teaching the student/athlete that it is a privilege and an honor to represent MCS.  The athletic field and court are classrooms where teaching is foremost in the development of character, integrity, sportsmanship, school spirit, and teamwork.  
Mission

The mission of the MCS athletic department is to develop a team of athletes, coaches, and parents dedicated to honoring God through the development of Christian character in athletic endeavors.

Program Philosophy

Maryville Christian School believes that a dynamic program of athletics is important to the educational development of the student.  Athletics play an important part in the life of MCS.  Young people learn a great deal from participation in interscholastic athletics. Lessons in sportsmanship, teamwork, competition, and how to win/lose gracefully are integral parts of our athletic program.  Athletic competition also improves school spirit and helps students develop pride in their school.  

A major objective of the program is to provide opportunities for students, to develop positive leadership habits and attitudes of social/group interaction, and to be a Christian example to all.

Participation in the athletic program carries with it responsibilities to the school and the team.  Athletic activities are considered to be a supplement to the school’s academic program which strives to provide experiences that will help develop students physically, mentally, socially, and emotionally.

Participation in the athletic program is a privilege and not a right.  It is a competitive program designed to develop skill and Christian character.  The program should not be confused with other programs such as Upward, Outward, or Parks and Recreation where anyone is allowed to join and is guaranteed participation.
The standard of the MCS athletic department we believe is in keeping with God’s word to compete with the desire to excel.  Colossians 3:23-24 says “Whatever you do, do it with all of your might, as if done for the Lord….it is Jesus Christ you are serving in everything.”   
We consider the Athletic Department to be an extension of the ministry of MCS.  It is our goal to be consistent with the general objectives of the school.  We strive to recognize and take advantage of the unique relationship we are able to have with student athletes as we minister, coach, and lead by Christian example.

Goals
1. To promote doing our best for God’s glory (Col 3:23)

2. To involve the student body, parents, faculty, and staff in developing school unity and spirit

3. To maintain a clear Christian testimony through words and actions to opposing teams, officials, and the community

4. To develop the physical abilities God has given to each individual athlete (I Tim 4:1-16)

5. To promote the Biblical definition of winning by:

a. Doing our best for God’s glory and showing His love regardless of the outcome (Col 3:23)

b. Succeeding on the scoreboard – “Run in such a way as to get the prize” (I Cor 9:24)

c. Acknowledging God in all areas (win or lose) and leaving the results in His hands (I Thess 5:18)

d. Praying for His guidance in striving to be a true winner (Phil 4:13)

Athletic Department Staff

Chain of Command
1. MCS Board of Directors – Responsible for policy and supervision for MCS

2. Administrator – Oversees the total school program including athletics and extracurricular activities

3. Athletic Administrator – Administrates and supervises the athletic program

4. Head Coaches – Oversees their specific sport including instructing the team, conducting practices, developing systems of play, etc.

5. Assistant Coaches – Assists the Head Coach with all responsibilities

Coaches – Administration will select coaches who meet the following criteria:

1. Must have a Christian testimony and be committed to the philosophy of being a spiritual leader for their team

2. Must agree with and uphold the mission of MCS and the athletic program

3. All coaches must sign a contract that outlines compensation and expectations

4. All head coaches and assistants must submit to a background check 

5. All head coaches and assistants must receive CPR training to be renewed annually

General Program Information
Programs Offered

1. Elementary Boys/Girls Basketball – 4th and 5th grades (Early Sept – Early Dec)
2. Cross Country – 3rd through 8th grades (Mid Aug – Early Nov)
3. Golf – will be determined by interest level

4. Co-ed Soccer – 5th through 7th grades (Late Jan – Early May)
5. Middle School Volleyball – 6th through 8th grades (June – Early Oct)
6. Middle School Boys/Girls Basketball – 6th through 8th grades (Late Aug – Late Jan)
7. Baseball – 7th through 12th grades (Jan – May)
8. Girls’ Soccer – 7th through 12th grades (June – Early Oct)
9. High School Boys’ Soccer – 8th through 12th grades (June – Early Oct)
10. High School Boys/Girls Basketball – 9th through 12th grades (Late Aug – Mid Feb)
11. High School Volleyball – 9th through 12th grades (June – Early Oct)
These sports are offered only to the grade levels specified.  If there are not enough players to field a team, it will be the Athletic Administrator’s discretion to include lower grade levels. 
Athletic Fees

Participation in the athletic program requires a $75 fee per sport with a maximum of $150 for two or more sports.  All fees are due prior to the first scheduled scrimmage or game of a particular sports season. Payment must be received in the office by the deadline or the student will be ineligible until payment is received.  The fee is non-refundable after the first game of the particular sport.  

The fee rate will be established on an annual basis.  The rate will be determined by the athletic department and administration based upon budgetary needs. 

Pre-participation Physicals

According to TSSAA and MCS guidelines, it is required that no student be permitted to participate in practice sessions or athletic contests until a pre-participation medical evaluation is on file with the athletic department.  This evaluation ensures that the student athlete has passed a physical examination, not prior to May1 and that in the opinion of the examining physician, the student is physically fit to participate in athletics.  
It is further required that no student be permitted to participate in practice sessions or athletic contests until there is a parental consent form on file with the athletic department.

Any athlete who has been restricted from participation because of an injury any time before or during the season must obtain a doctor’s release to be eligible to resume participation.

All forms are available through the office, athletic department, or the school’s website.

Insurance

As part of MCS athletics, all students are provided with supplemental injury insurance in the event of a sports related injury during practices or games. The sports insurance is provided by the Association of Christian Schools International (ACSI).  This insurance is only available as a secondary policy.  Claims can only be made for the amount not covered by the primary insurance of the parents.  

All athletes must have a primary health insurance carrier through their parents.  If a family does not have health insurance, the student will not be able to participate in MCS athletics.  In the event of a claim, parents need to make it clear to their carrier that this policy is only in effect for claims that are in excess of the primary coverage. 
Participation Policies

Participation and School Attendance

To participate in any extracurricular activity, a student must be present for the entire school day of that activity.  However, if an absence was prearranged with the principal, if the student had a college visit, or doctor/dental appointments, they will be excused and allowed to participate.  If a student is tardy to school, they must check in no later than 9:00 a.m. in order to participate in that day’s athletic events. 

Leave Early Guidelines

Each athlete is responsible for work missed due to athletic competition absences.  It is the responsibility of each athlete to get assignments from teachers prior to leaving for a game.  The athlete must fill out an Athlete Early Dismissal Form.  Forms can be obtained from the office, the athletic department, or from the school website.  Further, it is the responsibility of each athlete to submit all required class work before leaving for a game.  Athletes are also required to make arrangements for tests or quizzes that will be missed prior to departure.  If a student athlete neglects to turn in an assignment or make arrangements for a test, the student will receive a zero for that assignment or test.  It is imperative that athletes contact their teachers before they leave early for games.
Teams who have away games that require leaving school early will have a leave Early Schedule published to the team.  These schedules will also be posted on the MCS website.

If a team must leave during the school day, only athletes and team support such as trainers, statisticians, and managers will be allowed to leave.  Spectators will not be allowed to leave school early.  The only exception to this policy would be if parents leave with the team then the sibilings in the family may leave with the parents.  

Transportation

Parents will be required to read and sign the Transportation Form in the Athletic Parent Packet.  For out of town games, parents will be responsible for transportation arrangements.  The drivers of the vehicles will be responsible for safely transporting athletes.  Athletes must ride in the same vehicle both to and from the game.  Any changes in transportation must be cleared by the coach.  Athletes may drive themselves to games if parents have checked that option on the Transportation Form.  However, students MAY NOT drive other students.  There will be no exceptions to this policy.  Male and female students should not sit together in the same bench seat while riding to and from games.  Coaches will have emergency forms and contact information in their possession at all times in the event of an emergency. 

Try-outs and Team Selection

Selection of athletic teams will be conducted within the first days of practice at the coach’s discretion.  Prospects will be expected to attend practices and/or try-outs from the very first day.  Any student allowed to try-out late must have emergency reasons for doing so and must be approved by the Athletic Administrator and team coach.  An MCS student will not be cut to make placement of a homeschool student possible.
Team Caps

It may be necessary in some instances to limit the size of a team for reasons such as but not limited to: availability of uniforms, playing time constraints, development of players, etc.  Caps will be determined by the coach along with the Athletic Administrator and will be announced during the try-out period.

Playing Up

When the Athletic Administrator determines it is in the best interest of the program, 8th grade athletes who have completed their season may be allowed to try out for a high school team such as basketball.  This will be determined after consulting with the coach and the individual students and their parents.  If the decision is made to allow 8th graders to play up, those athletes will be considered to be part of the team and will be treated as such.
Academic Eligibility

MCS athletics desires to produce athletes who are outstanding students.  The MCS athlete must always remember that academics are their primary responsibility and, therefore, must take priority over athletics.  In accordance with this philosophy, the following standards have been established to determine academic and conduct eligibility:
1. Academic and conduct grades will be checked every 4 ½ weeks utilizing mid-quarter reports and the quarterly report card.

2. To be eligible for MCS athletics, students must be passing all of their classes with an average of 75 or above in each class.  Conduct grades must also be satisfactory. This policy includes all grade levels of athletes.

3. If a student athlete falls below the academic standards above, the athlete will be declared ineligible.  Ineligibility is subject to the following guidelines:

a. First ineligibility will result in being ineligible for one week (7 calendar days that includes 5 school days) from both practices and games.  

b. Second ineligibility will result in being ineligible for two weeks (14 calendar days that includes 10 school days).  
c. Third ineligibility within a school year will result in removal of the player from their team for the remainder of the season for that particular sport.

d. Ineligibility will go into effect on the first Monday after the progress report/report card has been distributed.

e. Students will be notified in writing of their ineligibility with an Athletic Ineligibility Notice.  The coach will also be notified.

f. During ineligibility, students will not be allowed to attend practices or games as they are expected to be focusing on academics.

g. At the end of the ineligibility, the student will be responsible for presenting the Athletic Ineligibility Notice to the Athletic Administrator with the satisfactory grade recorded along with the teacher’s signature.  
h. Only the Athletic Administrator may declare a student eligible to resume participation.  The coach will not be able to allow participation unless he/she has received notification from the Athletic Administrator.

i. If at the end of the ineligibility period the student is not passing or has not received satisfactory conduct grades, the student will remain ineligible from day to day until satisfactory grades have been received.

j. If a student receives an incomplete on a progress report or report card, then the student becomes ineligible until the work is made up and the student has a 75 average in that class.  Once the Athletic Administrator has been notified by the teacher that the work is satisfactory, the student will be declared eligible
Student Conduct/Eligibility
Whether on or off the court or field, an MCS athlete is a representative of Maryville Christian School and more importantly of Jesus Christ.  A student athlete who is determined to participate in conduct unbecoming of an MCS athlete will be subject to disciplinary action by the Athletic Administrator.  Any athlete who receives an in-school (Saturday) suspension will not be allowed to participate in games or practices one day for every day of suspension.  Two suspensions of any length during a season will result in removal from the team. 

Out of school suspensions will result in one week off of athletics.  Scheduling detentions and suspensions is the responsibility of administration.  These will not be rescheduled to accommodate practices, games, or any athletic activity which may coincide with the scheduled detention or suspension. 
Commitment and Attendance

Athlete Commitment

The MCS athletic program will focus on continuing the mission of Maryville Christian School by honoring God and striving to be distinctive in all athletic endeavors.  As an athlete of MCS, students will:

1. Understand that making a commitment to an athletic team will be a sacrifice.  Take these into consideration before trying out for a team: time commitments, loss of schedule flexibility, academic pressures, etc.  Homework or academic challenges should not prevent athletes from participating in all practices and games.
2. Remember that an individual’s abilities are a gift from God and, therefore, athletes should give their best in practice and competition for His glory.  

3. Embrace the experiences of winning and losing as opportunities to grow in Godliness.

4. Remember that athletes represent Maryville Christian School and the behavior of athletes in competition will reflect either positively or negatively on the school.

5. Remember that an athlete also has a responsibility to their coach and teammates.  Athletes should work hard in practice and games in an effort to support and respect teammates.

6. Athletes will be expected to strive and maintain conduct and attendance guidelines, as well as the academic standards of MCS.

7. Athletes will be expected to be a positive factor in the classroom – behaviorally and academically (i.e. prompt, courteous, respectful of teachers and classmates).

8. Athletes will be expected to attend all team meetings as required by the coach, as well as follow all team rules.

Parent Expectations

Parents of athletes must be aware of expectations which are as important as the expectations of the athletes themselves.  The athletic department strives to continue the relationship of partnering with parents in creating a distinctive generation. 
1. There will be mandatory parent/athlete meetings for each individual team prior to the beginning of the season.

2. Parents will be required to complete an Athletic Parent Packet in order for participation to be considered.

3. It must be understood that during athletic participation, parents will delegate the responsibility and authority for their child to the coach.  Parents who approach the bench before or during a game are a distraction and this will not be tolerated.
4. Parents will refrain from negative speech concerning the coach or program and will commit to follow the Matthew 18 principle when a problem arises.  Airing negative opinions to other parents or to athletes should never occur.  This will only bring negative consequences to the athletes themselves.
5. Maintain confidentiality.  Discuss your concern only with the parties involved.  

6. When approaching a coach, parent, or player, know when and how to approach them.  Expressing a concern or complaint before, during, or after a game is not the appropriate time.  A parent should NEVER approach a coach during these times.  This behavior will result in consequences for the athlete.  Step back from the emotion of a game and pray over your concern.

7. Consider the issue or complaint in light of all eternity.  Is it worth bringing up?

8. Be willing to forgive.  We are all fallible creatures in need of God’s grace each day.

9. Support is expected.  It is reasonable to expect any parent who has allowed their child to participate on a team to be supportive of the coach.  Constructive criticism or questions should be taken up with the coach at an appropriate time/location.
10. Parents should be aware that each coach has the full responsibility and authority to determine which players enter games as well as the authority to determine how long they play.   The coach will base these decisions on what he/she believes is in the best interest of the team.  

11. The Athletic program of MCS is large and involves many teams, coaches, athletes, and parents.  Therefore, it is expected that while communication from the department will be of the utmost importance, parents must be proactive in getting the information needed.  Please refer to communication guidelines below.

12. Parents should support the coach, team, and program in general in prayer and with attendance when possible.

13. All parents will be expected to participate in the Booster Club and will be scheduled to work in Game Services (i.e. gate collection, concessions, Eagle Outfitters).
Communication Guidelines

The athletic department will make every attempt to communicate with parents and students in a timely manner.  In general, all questions pertaining to practice and games should be directed to the team coach.  Leave Early Schedules, Game Schedules, and Practice Schedules will be given to teams by the coach and will also be posted on the MCS website.  Directions to away games can be accessed using Mapquest.com and addresses/maps are posted outside the school office.

Schedules WILL change.  This is the nature of athletics. Weather events, issues of the opposing team, school conflicts, etc.  will often change start times or games altogether.  Every effort will be made to inform parents as soon as possible through emails, Friday Fliers, and if possible, texts.  The MCS website is also a great source for obtaining emergency information.

Coaches will be expected to communicate personal philosophy, team goals and requirements, expectations, and practice information at the mandatory team meeting.  Coaches will also release their personal contact information and procedures concerning notifications or questions.
Parents will be expected to schedule a meeting with the team coach if a problem or concern arises.  Parents should never go to the Athletic Administrator unless the coach has already been contacted.  Parents will be redirected back to the coach if this step has been missed.
Practices

Practices are important to each team’s success and should be viewed as a classroom setting.  Please respect this fact by understanding the importance of attendance and athletes arriving on time.  Athletes should also be picked up on time.  Coaches will be responsible for publishing practice schedules which should include start and end times.  In general, practice will last 1 ½ to 2 ¼ hours.  Players will not be allowed to leave with anyone other than a parent unless the parent notifies the coach prior to practice.  Non-school day practices are optional however, attendance is encouraged and failure to attend may affect the athletes’ progress in skill and team play.
In an effort to respect family time, the following limitations will be placed on practices:

1. No formal or required practices will be scheduled anytime on Sunday.  Non-mandatory practices can be held on Wednesday or Saturday with the approval of the Athletic Administrator.

2. No practices or games will be held during the weeks of final semester exams.

3. No practices will be held the day after Thanksgiving or the week before Christmas.

If a practice or game is scheduled for a time that is not immediately after school, parents are expected to pick up their child and bring them back for the later game or practice.  MCS cannot allow students to be unsupervised after school hours as this is a liability risk for the school.

Practice Attendance Policy

Each athlete will be expected to attend all practices and games unless otherwise excused by the coach.  Coaches must be notified at least 24 hours in advance if a practice will be missed.  It is understood that there may be times where a 24 notice is not feasible but parents should do everything possible to notify coaches directly as soon as possible. Please be aware that homework or other academic pressures should not be a reason to miss practice and will be considered unexcused (refer to Athlete Commitment on Pg. 10).  Practices should only be missed for excused reasons such as:
1. Illness resulting in missing school – if a student is at school, they should be at practice.  Students must check in by 9:00 a.m. to be allowed to attend practice/game.
2. Serious illness or death in the family

3. College visits

4. Medical or dental appointment

5. Pre-approved activity such as club ball (The coach must be informed in advance and must give approval – this is only applicable at coaches discretion).

Coaches will be keeping a practice and game attendance sheet.  If a student misses practice(s) for an unexcused reason, the athlete will sit out the first half of the next game and will be required to complete appropriate exercise for the missed practice.  A 2nd unexcused absence will result in sitting out the entire next game.  A 3rd unexcused absence will result in automatic removal from the team.
Game Attendance Policy

Athletes will be expected to attend all games.  Playing time or travel should not play a role in decisions on this issue.  It is mandatory.  Coaches must be notified at least 24 hours in advance if a game will be missed.  Please be aware that homework or other academic pressures should not be a reason to miss games and will be considered unexcused (refer to Athlete Commitment on Pg. 10).  Please consider that coaches are working on game strategy days in advance of a scheduled game.  Athletes who do not attend disrupt strategy.   Games should only be missed for excused reasons such as:
1. Illness resulting in missing school

2. Serious illness or death in the family

3. College visits

Game schedules are distributed early in the season; therefore every attempt should be made to avoid scheduling doctor/dental appointments on game days if they will conflict.  Coaches will be keeping a practice and game attendance sheet.  If an athlete misses a game(s) for an unexcused reason, the athlete will be held out of the next game.  Two unexcused absences from games will result in automatic removal from the team.  This policy also includes leaving early from games.  The team coach must approve in advance any athlete leaving early from competition.
Game/Practice Dress

It is important that MCS athletes present a neat, attractive, and modest appearance.  Team coaches will establish guidelines for game day dress.  Team dress will vary at the coach’s discretion but will remain within the MCS dress code.  Practice attire should be modest in appearance.  Shirts may not have cut outs on the sides.  Sleeveless shirts may be worn but must cover the entire shoulder.  Shorts must be athletic shorts (basketball or soccer style) that cover most of the leg.  No “Sophie Shorts” will be allowed.  
Guidelines for Quitting a Team

Athletes will not be allowed to quit a team after participation in 6 or more practices without a parent conference with the head coach.  After a conference, if the athlete chooses to quit the team, he/she will not be allowed to participate in any other sport within the same season.  Playing time should never be a consideration by parents or students in quitting a team.  If academic performance is in question, a parent conference should be scheduled with the teacher(s) involved along with the coach prior to allowing the student to quit.
Uniforms and Team Equipment

All athletes and parents will be required as part of the Athletic Parent Packet to sign the Uniform and Equipment Checkout Form.  Athletes will be asked to sign out uniforms from coaches and will be expected to return uniforms and equipment in good condition (cleaned) by the due dates established.  Uniforms and equipment are the property of MCS and should be treated as such.  Grades will be held if uniforms are not turned in by the end of the season.  At the end of the school year all uniforms or equipment still outstanding, will be billed to parents.

Code of Conduct

Parent and Spectator Conduct

MCS parents and fans are a vital part of the success of MCS athletics and we encourage positive participation.  Please be mindful of the following guidelines:

1. The athletic department makes great efforts to show hospitality to all of our visitors and guests.  Please join us in this endeavor.
2. MCS fans are also ambassadors of Christ and of Maryville Christian School and should cheer for our teams in an appropriate manner.  Cheering should build up and encourage all who hear.
3. Derogatory cheers, comments, or taunting of any kind will not be tolerated.  This type of disrespect towards officials, opposing teams, coaches or fans will be cause for removal from sporting events.

4. Spectators should NEVER approach an official or coach before, during, or after a sporting event.

5. During a game, the team bench is for coaches, players, officials, and athletic department staff only.  Do no approach the bench area during a game (including halftime).

6. Do not “coach” from the stands as this is a distraction to the entire game, is disrespectful to the coach, and only hurts your child.

7. During inside sporting events, parents should be responsible for siblings by not allowing them to move about the building without supervision.  This is dangerous as games are going on and is a distraction to our teams.

8. After a game, please help with cleanup by disposing of all trash, putting away chairs, and equipment.

Athlete Conduct

MCS athletic teams will strive to honor God and be a witness for Jesus Christ.  Each athlete is a representative of Christ and of Maryville Christian School.  This responsibility should not be taken lightly.  The following specific guidelines will be observed:
1. Athletes will respect game officials and their decisions at all times.  Athletes should not approach officials unless given special permission by the coach as in the case with team captains.

2. Athletes will display a positive and respectful attitude toward coaches, teammates, and opposition.  Disrespect will not be tolerated.  Athletes in violation will be benched immediately.

3. In the event of disrespect or a technical foul, the coach and Athletic Administrator may require further action, such as making apologies to the team.
4. Athletes should never question a coach’s decision in front of the team.  If he/she has a concern, the coach should be approached privately.

5. When traveling to out of town games, proper behavior is expected.  All athletes must submit to the standards of conduct established in the Student-Parent Handbook, as well as the Athletic Handbook.
6. If at any time, an athlete displays conduct or attitude that is contrary to the philosophy of the MCS athletic program, he/she may be removed from a team.
Recognition of Athletes
Purpose
Awards are used in MCS athletics for two main purposes:

1. Recognition of God-given ability and achievement

2. Attitude and Christian testimony

Awards
Awards are issued at athletic banquets that occur in the 2nd semester and recognition is given to each sport.  Each athlete will receive a certificate of participation.  Head coaches are responsible for the selection process for awards.  The Athletic Administrator will determine what types of awards will be given.  Coaches are allowed to give additional awards after consulting with the Athletic Administrator.
Letter Requirements
Letters are given to players on high school varsity (9th – 12th grades) teams.  To receive a letter, an athlete must meet at least one of the following criteria:

1. Played in 50% of all games

2. Received some type of all district, all tournament, or all-state honors

3. Was a varsity cheerleader for one entire season

4. Was a manager or statistician for an entire season

Homeschool Participation

Participation Policy

MCS will allow homeschool students to participate in the athletic program based on the following guidelines:
1. Available spots on a team will be given to full time MCS students.  Homeschool students will only be allowed to participate if there are unfilled spots.  Each coach will determine their team cap.  Full time MCS students cannot be cut from a team to make space for a homeschool athlete.  If there are a limited number of spots and the number of homeschool students who register exceed that number, then a try-out will be held to determine placement.

2. The homeschool student must be enrolled in the MCS homeschool umbrella program.

3. The student must be in good standing with the umbrella program requirements.

4. The student must adhere to the guidelines set forth in the MCS Athletic Handbook.

5. Homeschool students will have an athletic fee of $250 per sport with a $500 maximum.  Fees are due before the first scheduled game or scrimmage.  Payment plans may be established if requested.  
6. Homeschool participation in MCS athletics will be evaluated on an annual basis by the athletic department.  Homeschool parents should not assume that participation is guaranteed.
7. MCS reserves the right to limit participation in any given sport to MCS students only.

Booster Club

Booster Club Membership

Every parent who has a child involved in MCS athletics is automatically a member of the Booster Club.  The Eagle’s Athletic Booster Club is a parent organized support group for extracurricular sports activities.  It helps raise money, provide manpower, and offers other means of support to further enhance MCS athletics.  This is an invaluable and necessary part of the program.

Meetings

Booster Club meetings are held once a month throughout the year and are an opportunity for families of athletes to offer input, share ideas, and give suggestions on furthering the program.  The school wide athletic department meeting held the first Monday the week after school begins is considered to be the first Booster Club meeting. 
Officers

Officers are elected at the September meeting.  Officer positions include President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer.  They will work with the Athletic Administrator and MCS Administration in planning events and raising money for individual sports and the athletic program as a whole.  The Booster Club is divided into several committees including fundraising, concessions, and event planning.  Every family is encouraged to play an active role in the Booster Club.
Donations and Fundraising

The MCS athletic department welcomes donations to the program.  For those wishing to make a donation, please speak to the Athletic Administrator.  All donations to the program are fully tax deductible.  Banners can be purchased for the gymnasium and/or for the baseball field.  All fundraisers must be approved by the Athletic Administrator, MCS Administrator, and the Fundraising Oversight Committee.
Game Services Requirements

Each family of an athlete is required to work periodically during sporting events.  Our school has elementary, middle, and high school sports.  This requires the involvement of parents in collecting gate, working concessions, and working the merchandise table.  Parents will be assigned dates to work Game Services and schedules will be published by the Booster Club.  If there is a conflict with a date, it is the parent’s responsibility to find a replacement.  
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
